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Alaska Kayak School Kings Bay Expedition 2009

Prince William Sound

5-12 June, Whittier, Alaska

Explore scenic Derickson Lagoon, and the rugged coast of Port Nellie Juan on the way and venture deep into Kings Bay. Paddle with and experienced Alaskan sea kayak guide and instructor to develop your expedition paddling skills along the journey. This is remote wilderness and we recommend you have basic paddling skills to get the most out of the experience. Your local guide & instructor will coach you along the way to enhance your enjoyment of the very scenic paddle deep into the wilderness of Kings Bay. Expect rain or sun and you’ll be ready for the weather. It can really rain in Prince William Sound when it chooses, so bombproof rain gear is not a bad idea. What to expect: Very remote setting, jaw dropping scenery, glaciers, black bears, coastal forests, granite, more granite, more glaciers, probably some rain, mostly calm sea conditions. Days in 50-60’s nights in the 40’s; water temperature varies from high 40’s in the fjords to high 30’s near the glaciers and among the bergy bits. You will see few, if any other paddlers. Snow can lay late deep in the fjords, so being prepared for cooler weather and damp camping conditions is not a bad plan.

What is provided? High quality sea kayaks and gear along with Kokatat dry suit and other protective gear for cold water paddling. Leadership, guiding and instruction: strokes and maneuvers, group awareness, navigation and trip planning, seamanship, decision-making, rescues and recoveries, and water taxi to remote Nellie Juan Fjord and back. Your guide is a Wilderness First Responder and BCU kayak coach and leader, as well as an American Canoe Association Coastal Kayak Instructor. *** Note: If you want a fully guided trip, where we provide meal service and tents, and we can accommodate you for another $500.

What you provide: You provide your own clothing and camping gear, food* and cookware, personal hygiene and first aid, medications, etc. We will send you a packing list upon registration.

Cost: $1820/person (Credit card), check discount $1755 (check/mo); based on minimum of 4; fully guided trip w/ meals and tents $2400 (credit card), check discount $2255 (check/mo).
